" Before the cold hits: Insulate pipes in your home's crawl
" spaces and attic. Disconnect garden hoses and drain water
" from pipes leading to outside faucets.

. When the mercury drops: A trickle of hot and cold water

. might be all it takes to keep your pipes from freezing. Let

. warm water drip overnight, preferably from a faucet on an

., outside wall. Open cabinet doors to allow heat to get to

., uninsulated pipes under sinks and appliances near exterior
walls.

. Before you go away: Never shut off your heat completely
. Set the thermostat in your house no lower than 55°F (12°C).
. Ask a friend or neighbor to check your house daily to make

. sure it's warm enough to prevent freezing or Shut off and

. drain the water system if you plan to leave your home or

. business for an extended period. Also, if you do drain your

. pipes, be sure to turn off your water heater first. Be aware

., that if you have a fire protection sprinkler system in your

. house, it will be deactivated when you shut off the water.

- If your pipes freeze: Don't take chances. If you turn on

. your faucets and nothing comes out, leave the faucets turned
» on and call a licensed plumber. If you detect that your water
. pipes have frozen and burst, turn off the water at the main

. shut-off valve in the house; leave the water faucets turned

. on. (Make sure everyone in your family knows where the

. water shut-off valve is and how to open and close it.) Never
. shut off the water at your street meter on your own,

. always call City personnel, otherwise you could be

. financially responsible if you break your meter.

* maintenance personnel can shut off your water service:

» If you feel you have a frozen water pipe and/or water
meter and feel you need immediate assistance during our

» If you feel you have a frozen water pipe and/or water
meter and feel you need immediate assistance after our

Tips from the Stayton Police Department to help keep
your home safe while you are away:

Ask a trusted neighbor to collect your mail and
newspapers, or have your mail held at the Post Office;
Let someone know when you are leaving, scheduled
to return and how you can be reached in an emergency;
Put automatic timers on at least two lights (and possibly a radio)
to help your home look and sound lived in;
Make sure your windows, especially ground level ones, have
good locks and use them;
Make sure all porches and other possible entrances are well lit;
Don't hide your house keys under the doormat or in a flowerpot,
it is much wiser to give an extra key to a trusted neighbor;
When you return, if you see a screen that has been cut, broken
windows, or a door that's been left open, don‘t go in. Call the
pollce at (503) 769-3421 from a safe location.
