SUBJECT: Public Works Monthly Operating Report for March 2015

KEY ACTIVITIES STATUS

e WWTP Facility  Effluent flows: 46.60 million gallons were treated during March. The
highest flow was 2.20 million gallons on March 24th and the lowest flow
was 1.05 million gallons on March 8th. The average flow was 1.50 million
gallons. Total rainfall for March was 5.49 inches.

e WTP Highest production day was 1,866,000 on March 7, 2015.

Replaced 5 services to a larger water line on East Virginia. Added a fire
hydrant at Second and East Virginia.

SUBJECT: March Library report

The Stayton Public Library Board is reviewing policies and bylaws, updating them to comply
with new Oregon Library Association standards for public libraries.

The Stayton Public Library Foundation is busy planning their signature fundraising event, the
Santiam Canyon Father Daughter Ball. All proceeds go to support the outreach storyteller
program.

The Friends of the Library continue to support library programs and collection development-
thank you! This month they paid for 12 book clubs sets for youth and six for adults.

Casle Portner, youth services librarian, hosts two book clubs for youth, Book Bobs and Random
Readers, which meet the first and last Monday of each month. In March they read Twenty and
Ten and Pleasing the Ghost. Including the teen programs, the library youth services team served
just under 500 area youth.

Lisa Krigbaum, outreach storyteller, visited 30 classrooms, including the teen parent class at the
high school, teaching literacy skills through reading, singing and movement to 440 children.

The library has been hosting the free AARP tax help each Saturday. They will continue to
provide tax assistance each Saturday through April 11"

The adult book club read Counting Coup by Larry Colton, as he was the featured author in
March. Our Youth Services librarian,
