KEY ACTIVITIES STATUS 
 
• WWTP Facility Effluent flows: 62.52 million gallons were treated during February. The highest 

flow was 2.88 million gallons on February 1st and the lowest flow was 1.76 
million gallons on February 12th and February 26th. The average flow was 2.16 
million gallons. Total rainfall for February was 4.17 inches.  

 
• WTP  Highest production day was 2,354,000 gallons on February 24th, 2016. 
 
• Water System Replaced two meter boxes. Repair to a water line at 456 E Regis. Replaced a 

valve box at Third and Burnett. Cleaned number 1 filter bed and cleaned in front 
of water intake. Replaced ten meters. 
 

• Streets   Swept 156 curb miles and removed approximately 82 cubic yards of material. 
Used 1670 pounds of cold patch mix to repair some potholes in the City. 
Replaced the STOP sign at Ida and Washington.
